Heidelberg Catechism #63-65

Q. 63. How can our good works be said to merit nothing when God promises to
reward them in this life and the next?
A. This reward is not merited,; it is a gift of grace.

Q. 64. But doesn’t this teaching make people indifferent and wicked?
A. No. It is impossible for those grafted into Christ by true faith not to
produce fruits of gratitude.

Q. 65. It is by faith alone that we share in Christ and all his benefits: where then
does that faith come from?
A. The Holy Spirit works it in our hearts by the preaching of the holy

gospel, and confirms it by the use of the holy sacraments.
